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1. Has he ever been in London?   …  Has he gone to London?
Yes, he has; he went there last summer.

2. How often do they have to go to London?
They have to go there twice a week.

3. Is it sweet?
No, it’s not as sweet as the one we made last week.

4. What are they like? 
They’re rude and ungrateful.

5. Did they use to drink beer when they were young?
No, they didn’t  use to, but they frequently drink it now.

6. Are you going to Alison’s  party tonight?
I’m not sure; I’ll tell you tomorrow.

7. Whose is this glass?
It’s Jack’s.

8. Who built this green building?
The Giordano Council built it.

9. Have you finished yet? … Are you ready?
No, not yet.

10. How much meat (uncountable noun) have we got?
We’ve got half a kilo in the fridge.

11. Do you like listening to music when you are driving?  (scrivere solo “do you like music?” non è sbagliato, ma dà pochi punti perché è una domanda poco completa)
Yes, I do

12. What do you like to eat when you are watching TV? … Which do you prefer, chocolate or fruit ice-cream? 
Chocolate.

13. How often do you go to the swimming pool with your best friend?
How often do you take lessons of tango?
How often do you use to go dancing?
Quite often. About twice a week.


14. Would you like to go to London next week?
Can you come to my party tomorrow?
I’d love to, but I can’t.

15. How long have you been learning to use the washing machine?
How long have you been living in Cagliari?
How long have you known John?  (know=state verb.  NO  –ing)
Since 2005.

16. What’s the weather like?
It’s quite cold so put your jacket on

17. Who broke the window? (non scrivere MAI “it” nelle domande, metti sempre un sostantivo perché it si usa nella risposta per sostituire quel sostantivo che tu dovrai inventare)
William broke it. 

18. Do I have to wear smart clothes? … Should I have to wear smart clothes?
No, not if you don’t want to, you can wear whatever you like!

19. Would you fight with a lion for  500 dollars?
No, I’d probably be too frightened.

20. What would Alison and John do if they won any money at the lottery?
They’d probably spend it all in a week!

21. Have you ever been to London?
Many times but never to Oxford.

22. Were you at Julia’s party last night?
No, I wasn’t. I had to be home by 10 p.m.

23. What would Jane do if she won 1 million dollars?
I think she’d leave work and travel around the world.

24. How do you think the thief came into the apartment?
I think he climbed in through the bathroom window.

25. What were you doing when I phoned you yesterday?
Having a shower! So I couldn’t answer it!

26. How far is your school from the train station?
About  15 minutes by bus or half an hour if you walk.

27. How long have you known Janet?
Since my first year at school, she is my best friend.
